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	Important Tax Reminder for All HSA Participants

As a service to our employees and their families, this notice is a reminder of the IRS personal tax filing requirements for all HSA participants.  Whether you participate in an HSA offered through our company or your spouse’s plan, the IRS requirements are the same.

Who Must File?  Along with your 2005 personal tax return, you must also file the 1-page HSA form in order to figure your deduction, if any of the following applies: you, or someone on your behalf including your employer, made HSA contributions to your HSA in 2005; you received HSA contributions in 2005; or you acquired an interest in an HSA because of the death of the account beneficiary.
